From Pastor Ralph’s Desk:  

John’s Trip to Heaven (Part VII) 
(Rev. 4:1-11) 

Intro: for several weeks now, we have observed what John saw when he got 

to Heaven. The first and most important thing he saw was a throne in 

Heaven with someone seated on it. Now we know that this throne is God’s 

throne and He is the One seated on it. We’ve already addressed who is 

seated on the throne and of course this is the most important, really not the 

most important, but the only thing that really matters about the throne is 

who is sitting there.  

 Then we addressed who is around the throne in Heaven. The twenty 

four thrones surrounding the throne of Heaven itself are sitting twenty four 

elders, whom we believe to be men representing the church of our living 

God that ‘s been raptured out of the world before the events that follow in 

the rest of the Book of Revelation. These are the events of the last days on 

earth as we know it now. 

 Now, we are going to examine what is happening around the throne 

of Heaven, and what these things reveal to us about God and what He will 

do in the last days. For God brought John to Heaven to reveal what is to 

take place later. This vision of the throne of Heaven and who is on it and 

around it and what is happening around it will help us to see what is going 

to take place later. 

 Now, let us see what is happening around the throne of Heaven and 

what it will reveal about God. 

 



IV. First, let us notice that what is happening around the 

throne of Heaven reveals the power and plan of God. (vs. 5-

6). 

 The first thing we see happening around the throne as 

John stated it, “From the throne came flashes of lightning, rum-

blings and peaks of thunder.” So what appears to John to be a 

very powerful thunder storm minus the rain is coming from the 

throne of Heaven itself. In other words, God Himself is causing 

this powerful storm to take place right out from His very own 

throne.  

 This reveals first to us this incredible power of our God. 

Lightning is a very powerful force. When a charge of lightning is 

moving downward, it moves at 200,000 miles per hour. Then the 

charges coming up from the earth to meet the downward charge 

is traveling at 200,000,000 miles per hour. 

 Also, lightning is extremely hot. A flash of lightning can 

heat the air around it five times greater than the surface of the 

sun. Is it any wonder that when you combine the speed of light-

ning and the heat of lightning that you have a power capable of 

blowing up trees, homes, buildings and even rocks. 

 God’s power has no match. It has no comparison. Even 

lightning’s power doesn’t compare but it simply reminds us that 

our God, like lightning has great power. We call His power om-

nipotent, which meals all-powerful. Jeremiah 32:17 says, “Oh, 

Lord God! It is you who have made the heavens and the earth by 

your great power and by your outstretched arm! Nothing is too 

hard for you.” Also, of course, were all aware of the words that 

the angel said to Mary, “For nothing is impossible with God.” 



I think one more Scripture that really sums up the power of God 

and the capability that is available with that power. “I pray also 

that the eyes of your heart may be enlightened in order that you 

may know the hope to which He has called you, the riches of His 

glorious inheritance in the Saints, and His incomparably great 

power for us who believe, that power is like the working of His 

mighty strength, which He exerted in Christ when He raised Him 

from the dead and seated Him at His right hand  in the heavenly 

realms, far above all rule and authority, power and dominion, 

and every title that can be given, not only in the present age but 

also in the one to come. And God placed all things under His feet 

and appointed Him to be head over everything for the church, 

which is His body, the fullness of Him who fills everything in 

every way.” (Eph. 1:18-23). 

  So, with power like this there is going to be no 

problem for God to accomplish everything that He says He is 

going to do in the rest of the Book of Revelation and no power 

not even the devil himself will  be able to stop Him. As a matter 

of fact, having all power He will fulfill everything not only in the 

Book of Revelation but in all of His Holy Word. Blessed be the 

name of the Lord for His thunderous and lightning power. 

 Now it also reveals to us  not only the power of God but 

also the plan of God. Lightning is a very destructive power. 

When lightning appears, the warning sign of danger goes off in 

our mind and all we can think is I’ve got to get away from this 

storm. I must find shelter or I may just die. For lightning is no 

respecter of trees, plants, animals or humans.  



So, God allowed John to see this eruptive storm coming out of 

the throne not only to see the power of God but also to under-

stand what the plan of God is in much of the remaining chapters 

of the Book of Revelation. With His first coming, Jesus came full 

of grace and mercy. He came as a humbling servant to bring sal-

vation. However, just before His second coming, and at His sec-

ond coming like the destructive power of lightning our Lord is 

going to bring devastation, destruction and death to our ungodly 

world that chose not to repent but to rather dig in their wicked-

ness and unbelief.  He will destroy not only the ungodly but 

praise God the one whose agenda for a long time has been to 

dethrone God and take control. But the devil will be no match for 

the Almighty power of God. 

 

Concl.     A storm is going to come upon the earth with a mighty 

force of destruction like this world has never known. It will come 

right out of the throne of God. All who choose to not get saved 

are going to get swept up in this storm of destruction. But if you 

call out to Jesus today in repentance and faith in Christ, He will 

give you victory over the storms of our present life and totally 

deliver you from ever facing the destructive storms we call the 

tribulation. Oh, hallelujah!
