17 
Now in giving this next instruction I do not praise you, 

because you come together not for the better, but for the 
worse. 

18 
For, in the first place, when you come together as 

a church, I hear that divisions exist among you; and in part I 
believe it. 

19 
For there also have to be factions among 

you, so that those who are approved may become evident 
among you. 

20 
Therefore when you come together it is not 

to eat the Lord’s Supper, 
21 

for when you eat, each one 
takes his own supper first; and one goes hungry 
while another gets drunk. 

22 
What! Do you not have houses 

in which to eat and drink? Or do you despise the church of 
God and shame those who have nothing? What am I to say 
to you? Shall I praise you? In this I do not praise you.                               
The Lord’s Supper                                                            
23 

For I received from the Lord that which I also delivered to 
you, that the Lord Jesus, on the night when He was be-
trayed, took bread; 

24 
and when He had given thanks, He 

broke it and said, “This is My body, which is for you; do this 
in remembrance of Me.” 

25 
In the same way He also took the 

cup after supper, saying, “This cup is the new covenant in 
My blood; do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance 
of Me.” 

26 
For as often as you eat this bread and drink the 

cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death until He comes. 
27 

Therefore whoever eats the bread or drinks the cup of the 

Lord in an unworthy way, shall be guilty of the body and 
the blood of the Lord. 

28 
But a person must examine him-

self, and in so doing he is to eat of the bread and drink of 
the cup. 

29 
For the one who eats and drinks, eats and drinks 

judgment to himself if he does not properly recognize 
the body. 

30 
For this reason many among you are weak and 

sick, and a number are asleep. 
31 

But if we judged ourselves 
rightly, we would not be judged. 

32 
But when we are judged, 

we are disciplined by the Lord so that we will not be con-
demned along with the world. 

33 
So then, my brothers and 

sisters, when you come together to eat, wait for one anoth-
er. 

34 
If anyone is hungry, have him eat at home, so that you 

do not come together for judgment. As to the remaining 
matters, I will give instructions when I come.

This is not a vote, but a 
nomination for the important service of Deacon.  
 
Acts 6:2-4 So the twelve summoned the congregation of 
the disciples and said, “It is not desirable for us to neglect 
the word of God in order to serve tables . 

3
Instead, brothers 

and sisters, select from among you seven men of good rep-
utation, full of the Spirit and of wisdom, whom we may put 
in charge of this task. 

4 
But we will devote ourselves to pray-

er and to the ministry of the word.”   

1 Timothy 3:8-15   
8 
Deacons likewise must be men of dig-

nity, not insincere, not prone to drink much wine, not 
greedy for money, 

9 
but holding to the mystery of the faith 

with a clear conscience. 
10 

These men must also first be test-
ed; then have them serve as deacons if they are beyond re-
proach. 

11 
Women must likewise be dignified, not malicious 

gossips, but
 
temperate, faithful in all things. 

12 
Deacons 

must be husbands of one wife, and good managers 
of their children and their own households. 

13 
For those who 

have served well as deacons obtain for themselves a high 
standing and great confidence in the faith that is in Christ 
Jesus. 

14 
I am writing these things to you, hoping to come to 

you before long; 
15 

but in case I am delayed, I write so that 
you will know how one should act in the household of God, 
which is the church of the living God, the pillar and support 
of the truth.
